Community Need and Response:
Project has a lasting impact on the community

Project supports a proven need in the community (health, humanity or hunger)

Project may have emphasis on youth or seniors
Project may be multi-staged and can be catalyst for matching / leveraging additional funding
Rotary Involvement:
Project improves the profile of Rotary in the community

Project can engage Rotarians, prospective new members in direct service and mentoring
