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2024 Warm the Children Final Report

Significant Accomplishments:

· A record 564 children were served this year!

· Among the children assisted were 57 residing in local Hamburg hotels, whose parents had no transportation to Walmart. Bus was arranged to transport them to the store, where seven volunteers shoppers greeted and shopped with families.

· Seven school districts were served this year: Hamburg, Frontier, Lake Shore, Eden, North Collins, Lake Shore, Lackawanna and Orchard Park.

· 13 Pre-schools, agencies and local churches also participated.

· A highly successful partnership/sponsorship was developed with West Herr Automotive
 through Vice President, Jay Galligan and Director of Giving, Rhonda Frederick.

· Rotary Club of Hamburg held a very successful thank you/program kickoff breakfast for WTC volunteers this past September, with 70+ in attendance, sponsored by West Herr.

· This year’s program received a new gift of $10,000 from West Herr.

· 97 shoppers volunteered this year, which included 20 new volunteers, many from West Herr Automotive.

· This year’s program was granted $20,000 the East Hill Foundation (our third grant from this Foundation).

· An excellent partnership with Walmart on Southwestern Blvd. continues, with well- informed staff welcoming shoppers and families.

· Rotary Club of Hamburg received a lovely letter of appreciation from Assistant Superintendent, Sarah Hornung of Orchard Park Schools, which reflects the purpose and impact of Warm the Children in the Southtowns. 

· Last fall, Mack Stewart, founder of Warm the Children, sent the Rotary Club of Hamburg a moving letter, in which he called our program “the best managed program in the country” (there are a total of 28 other programs.)
