· 31 members completed the survey which is over 60%.
· In general, responses were positive about the change to Club structure to operate as one Club. The main areas where satisfaction was lower was about meeting venues and food options and also the ever-changing meeting days and times.
· Much discussion about a potential change in meeting location to utilize the Rotary Youth Centre. The main drawback is lack of Wi-Fi in the facility. Shirley R will initiate a conversation with the City to see how Wi-Fi access could be added. Other considerations would be weekly meeting set up and clean up duties, having meals catered by local catering companies. Advantages are that the space is free, we have storage for our meeting supplies, ample parking, accessible for all.
· Members present at the meeting were in favour of continuing to meet on a variety of days of the week, and to continue to have morning, noon, evening and happy hour meetings. Instructions on how to subscribe to the Rotary calendar will be coming out to help those who rely on their online calendar to know when and where we are meeting. Email reminders are highly valued and will continue.
