March Speakers in Review
Katimavik marketing manager, Tom Ahern was in Nanaimo to recruit volunteer participants and business employer sponsors for the Nanaimo ‘FuturePerfect’ employment skills program. This 12-week program provides young adults with a place to stay and employment skills training. It is funded by the Government of Canada.   



Take a Hike Foundation works in the school year with vulnerable grade 8 – 12 students to enhance their well-being and future. The Nanaimo program opened in 2019 at Woodlands school. The program model works to engage students in academic programs, counselling sessions and land-based learning activities. In 2023-2024 227 youth participated in 13 programmes offered in 3 regions in BC.  The Foundation’s motto – Empowering Youth, Changing Lives – is working.   


George Anderson, MLA for Nanaimo-Lantzville, gave a review of his and the governments many activities since the election. George is the Parliamentary Secretary for Transit and he also serves as Deputy Chair of the Committee of the Whole. The NRGH Tower, the Lantzville long term care facility and addiction issues were some of the topics covered in a very lively Q&A.   


Mike Squire, City of Nanaimo water technician, gave a very informative overview of our water supply. He showed slides of the South Nanaimo River rain dominant watershed, the dams and the 2015 water treatment plant.  1.03 billion dollars is the estimated replacement value of these assets. The City of Nanaimo provides water to our 110,700 residents, 1st nations, Lantzville, North Cedar, Harmac and fisheries. Interesting to note, despite increasing population, thanks to continuing education and metering our water usage is declining.
