NANAIMO SEARCH AND RESCUE
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Our community service director, Dale Werezak presented a cheque in the amount of $ 1,000 to Nanaimo Search and Rescue Society operations director Allen Tonn. We were one of several community organizations that enabled N S&R to acquire a new purpose built primary rescue truck.  
With the addition of emergency lights, radios, slide and a custom built canopy the vehicle is now on the road and in full service. 
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CLASSIFICATION TALK

As a career civil engineer, Neil Valsangkar shared with us some of his working career. In the early 1980’s in the summer, he did inspections in the National Parks. Moving into full time work, initially, he worked on bridge design and became well regarded for the successful completion of several ‘big’ projects. Increasingly, he moved on to rehabilitation which is both interesting and more challenging. For the past several years Neil and his team have worked on ‘big’, ‘big’ projects like the George Massey Tunnel Replacement Project (director, technical services) and the South Fraser Perimeter Road (engineering manager & technical director). Today, their company, Sun Coast Consulting located in downtown Vancouver, is working on the $ 1.4 billion Pattullo Bridge replacement and the Surrey Sky Train expansion. Lantzville is home to Neil and his wife, Heather. Neil looks forward to applying his many skills to our Rotary work on community service projects.
Annual Golf Tournament

 CASINO NANAIMO
Chuck Keeling, director of stakeholder relations gave an interesting presentation about Casino operations and the Casino’s community impact. Since its inception in Nanaimo, they have made capital expenditures in excess of 17 million dollars. 10% of net gaming revenue goes to the City of Nanaimo - $ 2.9 million in 2017, $ 49.2 million since opening. Since 2012, Nanaimo has committed $ 100,000 of its share to the Nanaimo District Museum.  
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Casino Nanaimo has 126 employees, average age 41. 42% have been with the company 10 years or more. Each year, employees vote on 1 of 5 selected charities for Casino Nanaimo support. Recent beneficiaries include Nanaimo Search and Rescue, Nanaimo Community Hospice, Big Brothers-Big Sisters and the Heart & Stroke Foundation. Interesting statistics – on average 72.5% of British Columbia’s will have gambled in the past 12 months. Annually, the company commits $ 10.6 million for responsible gaming education. Average spent per person per day is $ 60-$ 80. Players are average age 60 and 60% female. Nanaimo operations manager, Dave Reynolds participated in the Q & A.
