PRESIDENT NANAIMO BMX
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Nanaimo BMX is a 35 year old not for profit registered society promoting the family sport of bicycle motocross (BMX). The sport began in the early 1970’s in Southern California. Today, there are over 150,000 riders of all ages, riding and racing, at permanent tracks in North America.  In 2008, BMX became a full medal Olympic sport. 

The Nanaimo Club has 300 members ranging in age from 2 years old to 60 +. Several world BMX champions had their start with Nanaimo BMX, thanks to BMX coaching & mentors and Nanaimo BMX facilities. 

Nanaimo BMX has a licensing agreement with the City of Nanaimo. Their $35,000 operating budget is supported by membership dues and the generosity of their donors. Race nights are a very affordable $ 8 per night and are open to everyone who wants to ride.  The environment is positive & supportive with lots of cheering and coaching from parents and the ongoing mentoring by older members. 

Currently, the Club, with the support of Nanaimo Parks & Recreation, is working on a major upgrade to the existing facilities. The plan is to replace the starting gate, upgrade infrastructure and redesign and build a larger start hill. This project will ensure that the track continues to attract and host local, provincial and international events.  Total project cost is estimated at $ 350,000. Ongoing conversations have flagged this project for 2020 ‘Legacy’ 5-Club Rotary support.
