   Bob Aylward, their assistant coach joined us for breakfast and gave us a run-down on the girls’ successful season.  He is very proud of his team’s accomplishments.  They were one of only two teams from BC participating in this event.
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Go Diamonds!
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   Susan McGonigle of the Nanaimo Ladysmith Public Schools spoke to us today about some of the issues and needs facing a surprising number of students enrolled in our local schools.

   One of Susan’s greatest concerns, and the area in which she concentrates, is students coming to school hungry.  It is next to impossible for children to succeed in class on an empty stomach.
   There are many reasons besides poverty for kids to not have breakfast at home: long bus ride to school, extra-curricular activities, rushed morning routines, family emergencies. The Breakfast Club of Canada provides funding for a breakfast program at several of the schools in Nanaimo.  The Loaves & Fishes Community Foodbank also supplies food to schools, although as Susan pointed out, it is often very awkward for children to access the foodbank distribution centres by themselves.
   Susan hopes to set up an emergency fund to purchase food for students when there are no other options.
