ROTARY MINUTE – GREG DEVENISH
Greg’s message ‘Rotary works because we are connectors’.  To illustrate the value of connectivity, Greg gave us historical examples.  In 1900, in the early evening Paul Harris and fellow attorney Bob Frank went for a walk in a well-off neighborhood on Chicago’s North Side, stopping at shops along the way. Harris was impressed that Frank was friendly with many of the shopkeepers. From this experience, the thought persisted to bring together young men new to the city to share fellowship.  Eventually, Harris persuaded other local businessmen to meet and discuss forming a club for commercial trade, community, and fellowship. His vision laid the foundation for the Rotary of today.  Greg’s second example was the success of Paul Revere’s 1775 Midnight Ride. Everywhere along the way, Revere had connections and because of these connections he was able to garner support and accomplish his goal.

RAY PENNER, VIU PHYSICS PROFESSOR
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EXTREME SCIENCE SHOW – MAY 2020

An annual production, under the leadership of Ray Penner, and staged with the assistance of professors from the Physics and Chemistry departments at VIU, the EXTREME SCIENCE show is presented to mid-Vancouver Island elementary and secondary school students and the general public. The five 90 minute sold out shows are held at Malaspina Theatre at VIU Nanaimo and feature exciting, interesting demonstrations.   

The EXTREME SCIENCE show serves two purposes. First, it is meant to get kids excited about science. The second purpose of the show is as a fund raiser for LED Africa. LED Africa (www.ledafrica.org) is a charitable organization created in 2009 by Ray Penner to provide solar powered lighting to rural secondary schools in Malawi. 

In his presentation, Ray talked about the importance of visible inspiration as a motivator to trigger student interest in Science. 

In addition to Vancouver Island University, production of the EXTREME SCIENCE Show is supported by Fairwinds Golf Club and the professional engineering community. 

It was amazing to hear about the impact Ray has had in our community and in Malawi. Bravo!

Lights: Education: Development
LED Africa is a non-profit charitable organization started in 2009 to support education in Africa by providing solar powered lighting systems to rural schools and by promoting science education.

The initial Solar Lighting project ran from 2009 to 2018 and involved providing solar powered lighting systems to 21 rural secondary schools in Malawi. These lighting systems allowed the students at the schools to study in the evening. Donations allowed LED Africa to install and maintain these lighting systems over the 10 years.

In 2013 LED Africa started its Science For All project which initially provided partner secondary schools with math and science textbooks, as well as basic science demonstration equipment. In 2018, LED Africa as part of this project produced a science demonstration manual for teachers which was distributed to schools around the country and concurrently ran a series of workshops for science teachers.

In 2019 LED Africa began to promote science directly to the students by running a series of bottle rocket competitions at schools in Malawi. This was highly successful and will be the major focus of the charity for the foreseeable future.

PEACE AND CONFLICT PREVENTION/RESOLUTION
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Of the 60 million people displaced by armed conflict or persecution, 90% are civilians. Half of those civilians are children. That’s millions of reasons why Rotary is so engaged in service projects, fellowships and other Rotary-sponsored campaigns in pursuit of peace in our world.
HOW ROTARY MAKES HELP HAPPEN

We train adults and young leaders to prevent and mediate conflict. We aid refugees who have fled dangerous areas. Rotarians also address the underlying structural causes of conflict by relieving millions of people suffering from poverty, inequality, ethnic tensions, lack of access to education and unequal distribution of resources. 

 

In yet another program to achieve worldwide peace, up to 100 Rotary Peace Fellows are selected to attend Rotary Peace Centers to participate in master's degree programs at one of the partner universities. Rotary Peace Fellows study subjects related to the root causes of conflict and explore innovative solutions that address real-world needs. There are more than 1,000 peace fellowship alumni working in over 100 countries.
