   Dave E talked about our monthly breakfast.  The Nanaimo 7-10 Cub offers a light breakfast/lunch five days a week, but nothing on Saturday.  After working with the John Howard Society for a few months, in April 2015 we undertook a 3-month trial of doing it on our own.  In July 2015, we extended it, indefinitely – providing, cooking and serving a hot breakfast to 150 or more people on the 4th Saturday of every month.
Lantzville’s Seaview Elementary School

   David Cooper, the Principal of Seaview Elementary, thanked us for our donations to their library, then gave us a good overview of what’s going on in his school.  A few nuggets:
   They have 264 students in 12 divisions this year with over 30 staff (teachers, EAs and counselors).  They have a very active PAC and great family involvement.  The school also gives back through student involvement in a variety of community projects, winning a “Community Engagement Prize for BC”.
   Seaview incorporates sport and cultural awareness programs into their busy day, including the Hul’quim’num First Nation’s language on a regular basis and a “Roots of Empathy” program in Grades 3 and 4.
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   Rather than focus on bullying, David emphasizes three values everyday when dealing with students:

· Respect everyone!

· Always try your best!

· Do the right thing!
