   This morning we gave $1,000 to the Nanaimo & District Hospital Foundation.  Janice Perrino, CEO, said that they have received $1.76 million in donations, towards their Christmas Campaign goal of $1.8 million.  Funds raised, including ours, will be used to upgrade facilities in the cardiology department at NRGH.  Four years ago, there was only one cardiologist.  By the end of 2019 there will be four on staff.  This department serves patients from all areas north of the Malahat so is very busy.

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Managing Home Depot
   Patrick McGee has been in the retail business for 22 years and with Home Depot for five.  He gave an interesting rundown on why this store (Nanaimo) is in the top 20 stores in Canada (out of 180).  He attributes it to having long-time employees who like their job.  Home Depot has to pay good wages and they provide full benefit packages to employees, even part-time ones.
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   They strive to “Get to Yes” with their customers.  They want their customers to be satisfied.  Home Depot knows that they must make “brick-and-mortar” stores relevant in these days of on-line purchasing.  They offer an ‘order online and pickup in store’ option and the ability to have larger purchases like tool sheds delivered to your site.

   Home Depot, through its Foundation, supports youth homelessness in Nanaimo, working with Nanaimo Youth Services.  As well, they contributed Home Depot labour to over 12 building projects in the community this past year.

VOCATIONAL SERVICE

   Vocational Service, the second ‘Avenue of Service’ has been integral to the spirit of Rotary ever since the first Rotary club organized a committee on business methods.

   Group Study Exchanges, combining vocational service and international understanding, were introduced in 1965 and, as VTTs, remain one of the Rotary Foundations most popular programs.

   Clubs have expanded the definition of Vocational Service to include vocational training workshops and career seminars.

   The “Declaration of Rotarians in Businesses and Professions”, adopted in 1989, spells out the high ethical standards referred to in the Object of Rotary and emphasized Rotarians’ obligation to use their vocations to improve the quality of life in their communities.

   Vocational Service evolved further in the 1990s when it was broadened to include the Rotary Volunteers Program.  http://rlifiles.com/files/resource/rotary_volunteers_slideshow.pdf
