   Rachel talked about women in Rotary.  From 1905 until the 1980s, women were not allowed membership in Rotary Clubs, although Paul Harris’ wife and other spouses were members of a similar “Inner Wheel” club.
   A California club challenged Rotary’s restrictive policy and finally, in 1987, the Supreme Court of the US confirmed the right of women to join Rotary Clubs.

   The change of the second Rotary motto in 2004, from “He profits most who serves best” to “They profit most who serve best” 99 years after it started illustrates the move to general acceptance of women members in Rotary.
