   Jamal talked about a project supported by Rotary Clubs in Toronto.  30 Clubs ‘invested’ $3,600 each in a program to help young offenders stay out of jail – find a job, become engaged in their community, get their families involved.  225 young people have been through the program so far with a 65% success rate (i.e. they have not gone back to jail).  Given that it costs Canada about $120,000 a year for each inmate – this is a pretty good investment by Rotary.
Let’s Travel!
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   Our very own Shawn Kilner started travelling when she was 12 and has been in the travel business for 33 years.  This morning, using a ruler, a nail file and a small flashlight as props, she encouraged us to think about our next trip(s).
   Make a list, with your partner, of what you want to do and where you want to go – your “Vision Board”.  There is something out there for every budget.  And, why not spoil yourself – even just a little bit.
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   There are lots of options – but, do your research.  Pre-pay as much as you can, in Canadian $$s, before you go – saves time, less hassle than on the road.

VOCATIONAL SERVICE

   Vocational Service, the second ‘Avenue of Service’ has been integral to the spirit of Rotary ever since the first Rotary club organized a committee on business methods.

   Delegates at the 1912 Rotary Convention adopted the motto “He profits most who serves best.”

   “Each Rotarian is a connecting link between the idealism of Rotary and his/her trade or profession.”  – Paul Harris

   The Rotary Code of Ethics, adopted in 1915, signified Rotary’s leadership in fighting corruption and unfair business practices.

   In 1943, RI’s Board of Directors made the Four-Way Test an official component of the vocational service ideal.

   Vocational Service is also a key part of the Object of Rotary:

· High ethical standards in businesses.

· Worthiness of all useful occupations.
· Each occupation an opportunity to serve society.

   For the first decades of Rotary’s History, the vocational service concept focused on Rotarians’ personal contribution to their own workplaces.

   In the 1960s, Rotary Clubs used the case study method to promote vocational service and explore business and ethical dilemmas in club meetings and assemblies.
