Superintendant Miller commands a force of 155 officers plus 75 civilian staff.  This detachment provides professional and completely independent policing services  to the City of  Nanaimo and the Regional District  including Lantzville.  The policing priorities for 2018 are:

· Violence in Relationships

· Crime in Community

· Road Safety

· Youth Safety

· Community & Social Programs

Cameron outlined one of the challenges faced by the force here on the island: calls for service have increased from 38,000 in 2015 to 46,700 in 2017, but staffing has remained nearly static.

The Nanaimo detachment  has instituted some innovative programs like "Positive Ticketing" where youth who have acted in a good way receive a citation and a reward.  It is a way that members of the force can interact with children to develop trust and awareness.

There may be ways that our club could become involved in this or other youth or student activities organized by the force.

Cameron also related several interesting glimpses into security at the G-7, where he was the head of security detail.

"Kind-Of " Rotary Minute
President Jan asked our visiting Rotarian to tell us a bit about their club.  Chris Nesmith is a member of SW Yakima River Club.  This is one of 3 clubs in Yakima, and they meet for a 'cocktail hour' most weeks.  Their club has about 60 members, many are young professionals.  The majority are sponsored by their employers who pay the dues (and meeting fees??).  These companies and organizations are expected to support all of the fundraising events by providing donations or prizes. Each of the 3 clubs support each others' fundraisers as well.
It was interesting to hear how this club deals with increasing their membership.  Thanks Chris!
