IAN SIMPSON
The Petroglyph Development Group (PDG) oversees the management of multiple Snuneymuxw subsidiaries. These entities have operations in forestry, land management and development, parks and tourism, marine transportation and fuel service. 

Petroglyph Forestry oversees 2100 acres of Mt. Benson land and 64+ acres of Yellow Point Land. In the near future, a further 4,200 acres will be added to this operation. 

Under construction by Petroglyph Properties (PP) is a 26 unit town home project on Park Avenue.  PP owns and manages properties in Nanaimo and Cedar.   

PDG has a contract with BC parks to manage Saysutshun (Newcastle Island Marine Provincial Park) park services. The Island offers camping, boating, hiking, playgrounds and a concession. PDG also owns and operates the Island ferry service. 

Under construction in Cedar is a fuel service station and convenience store. In another new venture, the PDG recently received provincial licensing approval for a Coast Salish cannabis store. 

PDG is very happy about their equity interest in the Nanaimo Courtyard by Marriott 172 room hotel

being built on Gordon Street. This will provide many training and work opportunities for the Snuneymuxw community.   
Work done by PDG provides employment and  resources that enable them to provide financial assistance when and where it is needed.
