We are fortunate to have Supt. Miller attend our meeting on July 5th.  He is the Officer-in-Charge of the Nanaimo RCMP, and has just returned from being the Head of Security for the recent G-7 summit in Charlevois, PQ.  As well, his implementation of  ' positive ticketing' has been featured on CNN.  Hope you can make this meeting, and this would be a great time to invite a friend to Rotary.
Tumaini Fund Canada
Dr. Susan Wilson gave a passionate presentation about the Fund's work in Tanzania which started in 2003. The Fund provides support and hope to over 25,000 orphans and widows.  Susan spoke the current initiative of providing uniforms to school children,  Tumaini buys the raw material for the uniforms and trains students to sew them in tailoring schools.
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Northern Biomass Consulting Ltd.
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Talby Mckay gave an interesting presentation of their Nanaimo-based company.  The company works in the business of grinding residual, unwanted wood waste and converting the product into marketable uses. Some uses include  energy, filtration, and soil amendments. The company has also patented a product to remove algae blooms from water, and a second one to remove heavy metals from tailing ponds.
The company plan is to have a $20 million biochar plant up and running on their 30 acre Parksville site by early 2019.  This plant would employ up to 60 workers.
