   The Lantzville Fire Department (Lantzville Fire Rescue) consists of approximately 30 members dedicated to providing not only fire protection but emergency assistance to the 3600-plus residents of their community.  Paid on-call firefighters serve the community in many different ways including emergency response, fire prevention, and education and support at community events.
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   Neil Rukus, Chief of the Lantzville Fire Department, comes from a family of firefighters.  After 27 years in various fire units around the island, he has been Chief in Lantzville since last November.
   The Department handles about 260 calls a year, the majority of which are medical.  The members, now paid-on-call, no longer ‘volunteers’, undergo weekly and weekend training and are working toward National certification.  Not surprisingly, they are huge fans of fire protection
