What is Sponsorship?

   Brent Barootes, from the Partnership Group, explained what “sponsorship” is and how it affects us and our Club.  He does not solicit sponsors, but helps other organizations develop sponsors.
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   He pointed out that there is a difference between philanthropy and sponsorship:

   - philanthropy – is a gift with nothing in return … because the donor believes in the cause … and it given in compliance with the CRA for taxable receipts.

   - sponsorship – is a cash or in-kind fee paid to an entity (like us), or an event (our golf tournament) in return for the exploitable potential associate with that entity or event.  It makes people feel good about it … without ‘emotion’.  It’s just advertising.

   Marketing, even for sponsorships, is important.  Need to get our sponsors “involved”…
