HELP LESOTHO

Dr. Peg Herbert, founder and executive director of ‘HELP LESOTHO’, presented an overview of the teacher training workshops made possible with funding from the Rotary Club of Lantzville. 38 teachers from 38 different primary schools took part in two days of workshops. Two more training days will happen in 2019. Two of the workshops provided support to teachers who are transitioning to a learner-centered curriculum and a life skills curriculum.  Other workshops covered HIV/AIDS education, combating teenage pregnancy and identification of the difference between fear and respect in creating healthy learning environments.  Teacher professional development is one of several ‘HELP LESOTHO’ initiatives.  Starting in 2005, with the support of over 3500 donors from across Canada and several other countries, ‘HELP LESOTHO’ has raised $ 20 million dollar for the delivery of services in rural districts. Annually their programmes reach 15,000 – 20,000 vulnerable individuals.  

In conclusion, Dr. Herbert thanked Tess for her many years of advocacy for ‘HELP LESOTHO’ and on behalf of the children in Lesotho, a big thank-you to the Rotary Club of Lantzville. 

Lesotho is a mountainous, land locked country in South Africa with a population of 2,300,000. It is one of the poorest countries in the world.

2. Individual training/certification is required for the president-elect, the youth protection officer and the club youth services chair.  

3. Individual certification is required for other Rotarians or club volunteers with more than casual contact with youth. 

4. Clubs are to provide members with youth protection awareness training annually.  Members are asked to acknowledge training through a brief online quiz.
