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AMATEUR RADIO WORKS





   Paul Giffin, President of CECA, explained what CECA is and what it does.
   With 36 members, all licensed amateur radio operators, it provides a communications capability to Nanaimo and the RDN when ‘normal’ communications (cell phones, land lines, etc) fail – usual in an emergency situation.

   Formed in 2008, CECA is part of the Provincial Emergency Radio Communications Service.  Depending on the situation, they take their “Grab-and-Go” kits (radios, batteries, and antenna) and set-up self-sufficient stations at pre-determined locations – with access to relay stations.

   They exercise regularly with BC Ferries, City Emergency Preparedness, RDN Fire interfaces and the BC Gov’t.  They also work with the Civilian Air Search and Rescue Association (CASRA) and with Nanaimo Ground SAR.

   CECA is looking for financial support to develop a realistic training capability/facility.  Can we help?
