presentation on the Rotary Foundation.                                         
It is a charitable foundation, a non- profit 

Corporation and supported by Rotary   members and friends of the Foundation. 

Five percent of all funds collected go to admin costs. Weekly donations are added up and monthly donations goes to Toronto. Tax Receipts are issued. Rotary Foundation tracks in American dollars. Local Clubs can access funds through District. There are three funds: Endowment Fund, Annual Fund and Global Polio Eradication Fund. More than 1.8 million dollars have been raised to fight polio. Last year District 5020 raised $380000. Lantzville Club gave $3100 for the Annual Fund and $1600 to fight Polio. 
Since 1988 Lantzville Rotary has raised $228 777 from its members!
