Rotary Minute
   Barry reminisced about our monthly breakfast.
   We started in January 2015, working with the John Howard Society to get a feel for what would be required.  April 25th, 2015, we served our first breakfast, on our own, for a 3-month trial.  The ‘trial’ went well and in June, 2015, we undertook to continue on a permanent basis.

   With the exception of Boxing Day in 2015, we have not missed a 4th Saturday.  This coming Saturday will be our 43rd breakfast!
   It costs us about $400/breakfast.  For the last two years, that has come from Gaming Funds.  Next year, we will have to use some of our General Funds if we are to maintain the same standard.

  THANKS to all the volunteers over those 42 Saturdays who made our breakfast program so successful – and had a little fun at the same time.
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Our Community Gaming Grant

   We applied for a $20,000 Gaming Grant.

   The Gaming Grant Branch approved $18,000:  $15,000 for Community Donations and [only] $3,000 for our Community Breakfast Program.  We can/should retain 7% for Club operations.

   For our application next year (August 2019), we can apply volunteer hours towards the Breakfast Program and must identify the proposed recipients of our Community Donations.  If you have a suggestion, talk to Dale.

Walking the Camino de Santiago
   In May/June this year, Patrick Maguire followed the Camino de Santiago (The Way of St James) from Pamplona to Santiago de Campostello (the The Tomb of St James) in the northwest corner of Spain.
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   800 km in 39 days of steady walking – with some “ugly sections, some very ugly sections but also some flat, easy, historic and forested sections to compensate” – over the Pyrenees and across the prairies.  Although he walked by himself, he was never alone as there are, on average, 300,000 walkers each year doing some part of “The Way”.
   Why?  When growing up in Ireland, his mother had taken them on shorter pilgrimages in Ireland.  To “do the Camino” had been on Patrick’s post-retirement bucket list for a while – and last spring was a good time.  Although there was a range of accommodation, he stayed mainly in 2-star pensiones that sometimes included breakfast.
   He met many interesting people – but, as our clock was ticking, he saved those stories for another day… (
   With Ron Blank’s support/urging, Patrick raised $6,400 for the PolioPlus Fund that the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation will match 2:1.
