   According to Allen Tann, Deputy Chief of Operations with Nanaimo Search & Rescue (NSAR), the Society was formed in 1991 and was first called out in 1994.  They are currently based in the old Harewood Firehall on 4th Street.
   They have 42 volunteers and work with a $75,000/year budget that covers operations, equipment and training.  They’re busy!  This year, they have already been called out 52 times.  In 2017 – 47 times.  In 2016 – 20 times.

   So far in 2018 they have provided 1500 hours of on-the-ground SAR duties, 3000 hours of volunteer training and 300 hours of community presentations and training.
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   Over the past 20 years, they have relied on refurbished, used vehicles to provide support – equipment transport & storage, communications, extraction and command.  As equipment and operations change, they need to upgrade their current vehicle.
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   Can we help, financially??
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   For the 11th consecutive year, The Rotary Foundation has received the highest rating — four stars — from Charity Navigator, an independent evaluator of charities in the U.S.

   The Foundation earned the recognition for demonstrating both strong financial health and commitment to accountability and transparency.
