   Shirley Gremyachev is the Block Watch Captain in her neighbourhood…which gets her involved with her neighbours…in a new subdivision in south Nanaimo/north Harewood.  The small building lots are “filled” by houses and there is no place for kids to play.
   A piece of property was set aside, by the developer, for eventual development into a community park/playground.  Shirley has been a leader on the community committee to develop a proposal for such a park – working with the city’s Partners in Parks (PIP) Program.  Phase I envisions split-rail fencing, a half-court basketball court, swings, notice board, fountain and park benches.

   The city has agreed to provide $25,000; however, the committee must secure matching funds – either cash or in-kind contributions.

   Shirley was asking for our financial assistance.  Perhaps we could provide some muscle once the go-ahead is given for their park/playground…

Rotary clubs in Canada invest in PACT 

   Akeem Stephenson wanted to go to jail. He believed it was the only way he could free himself from a life of crime — a life he desperately wanted to change. 

   After being arrested for a fourth time more than 10 years ago, the teenager in Toronto, Ontario was set to go to prison. But the judge saw something in Stephenson that suggested that he could redeem himself. So he gave Stephenson a choice: participate in an 18-month youth program, or serve the six-month sentence. 

   Akeem used the PACT program to turn his life around and launch his music career.  For Stephenson, the choice was clear. He decided to transform his life through the PACT Urban Peace Program.

   PACT, which stands for Participation, Acknowledgement, Commitment, and Transformation, is a Toronto-based, award-winning charity supported by Rotary clubs in Canada. 

   The intensive, step-by-step program aims to break the cycle of poverty and criminal behavior. Its goal is to determine what the participants need and develop strategies “to put them on a positive path in their life, so they can enrich not only their own lives, but their community.”
