The Rotary Foundation

   An excellent speaker (editorial opinion) with input from Club members and a good Q & A session taught us a lot about The Rotary Foundation (a.k.a. TRF).
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   TRF is a not-for-profit corporation supported solely by voluntary contributions from Rotarians and friends of the Foundation who share its vision of a better world.
   The mission of TRF is to enable Rotarians to advance world understanding, goodwill, and peace through the improvement of health, the support of education, and the alleviation of poverty
   Your contributions to TRF support three ‘main’ funds:
- the Endowment Fund (in perpetuity)

- the Annual Fund (it funds Projects)

- restricted Funds (such as PolioPlus)

   Your contributions to TRF are invested and TRF uses the interest to cover admin costs (less than 10%).  After three years, our contributions are returned to our District (as District Designated Funds) and become available for all Clubs in the District to use.
   Our Club has been a good supporter of TRF – over $222,000 (USD) since we Chartered in 1988.  Our goals this year are:

· $2,800 (USD) to the Annual Fund,

· $700 (USD) to the PolioPlus Fund, and

· E.R.E.Y. (every member makes a contribution)

   Our Club has made good use of Foundation Funds in the form of District Community Grants over the past 10 years (at least) to fund a variety of projects in our community and around the world.
