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Stephen Cochrane, Director of Service Delivery for Big Brothers Big Sisters Central Vancouver Island accepts our club's gift of $2,500 from Dale W.
This funding will be used for the 'Game On' after school program.  Stephen explained how this program for Grades 5,6 & & 7 focuses on healthy living and eating.  The program lasts 7 weeks and is offered 3 times each year.

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Nanaimo Community Hospice Society
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Our guest speaker this morning was Paul Sibley, the Executive Director of Nanaimo Community Hospice.
The Rotary Club of Lantzville has had a long relationship with Hospice and Paul acknowledged the contributions made by our club.

Paul admitted that when he took this job, he was not quite sure what Hospice did.  Hospice does not offer residential care but instead concentrates on offering support to those facing terminal illness, caregivers and those who have lost someone close to them.
Paul mentioned that over 40 children are enrolled in a play therapy program offered at their beautiful facility at 1080  St George Crescent.

About 40% of their $1,000,000 budget is met through revenue from the Hospice Thrift Shops.  Government grants and legacy givings and Island Health funding contribute the balance.

Hospice provide the volunteers for the Palliative Care Centre at Nanaimo Regional General Hospital.  In total, Hospice has over 250 dedicated volunteers, some who receive more than 100 hours of specialized training.
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Paul says that Hospice is always looking for people who would like to volunteer, not only at the Palliative Care unit, but also with walking groups or work at one of their Thrift Shops.
