Canada Learning Initiative

   VIU in partnership with local Rotary clubs and other community partners will be hosting a family event at Fairview Elementary School, September 22nd, to encourage low-income families to sign up for free RESP accounts. The VIU Foundation is also raising funds to jump start their funds. They hope to sign up 100 kids and put an extra $500 into each RESP which the federal government will match at a rate of 40% - which will accumulate to about $6,000 by the time the child graduates from high school.
    The objective is to encourage young people, especially indigenous youth, to continue with post-secondary education.  And they are more likely to do so if an RESP is available.
   Your Board has suggested we contribute $3,000 to this initiative – it will be put to the membership next week for approval.

Are You Prepared for an Emergency?
  Tragedy comes out of nowhere.  Disaster can strike at anytime, anywhere.  Do you have the equipment needed to survive?  Do you have the skills?  Do you have the knowledge?
  Chad McGillivary, of “Get My Kit”, talked about being prepared.  The government expects you to be able to look after yourself for at least 72 hours should a disaster strike our community.
  He gave us copies of a “Self-Evaluation of Personal Preparedness” – 55 questions to determine how ready (or otherwise!) you are.

   Get My Kit (https://www.getmykit.ca/) prepares and sells a variety of kits filled with the things you’ll need to get you and your family through those first 72 hours.
   They also sell a 27-person Classroom Emergency Kit for $288.  Perhaps something we could consider supplying, as a Community Service Initiative, to each classroom in Seaview Elementary School in Lantzville??  If the school needs/wants them…
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World Community Service
   Tessa (and Jodie) have been working hard to develop an international project that will qualify for a District Community Grant (DCG).
   Their application, on our behalf, in conjunction with “Help Lesotho”, to fund a 4-day workshop to train for 40 teachers from remote areas of Lesotho, to help them to teach life skills to young people, has been approved for a Grant by the District.

   Total cost of the workshop will be about $11,000 (CDN).  In addition to a DCG of $$4,550 (CDN), additional funds will come from the Rotary Club of Belleville, the MIG and Help Lesotho.  Our (net) commitment will be about $1,310 CDN).
   Your Board has recommended that we proceed with this Project – it will be put to the membership for approval next week.
