President Jan:  encouraged all members to join a committee and to become engaged in that committee’s activities.
Treasurer:  Harry is looking for a back-up treasurer, to cover for him when he is away.  If you’re interested, talk to Harry.

Int’l Service: the members approved our commitment to the Lesotho Teachers’ Training Project – a 4-day seminar for 40 teachers from remote villages in Lesotho to teach them how to teach life skills to their students.

Membership:  Mark’s (and Jan’s) goal is to increase membership by [at least] two by the end of the year and to fix the gender and age imbalances in our membership.

Admin:  Joy coordinates our speakers for each week – and would appreciate some ideas from you.  She is also working on social events – Christmas with the other clubs (maybe?) and something for our club in October.

Youth:  Jodie works with the 5-Club Youth Exchange Committee (we have 3 students with us this year), coordinating our support for students going to RYLA (on the Island in Oct) and Tacoma in March, and liaison with the Nanaimo Interact and Rotaract Clubs.

Comm Svc:  Dale’s committee will be taking a more proactive stance this year, developing our own ideas, as well as responding to requests for assistance.  Do you have any suggestions?

· The members approved a contribution of $3,000 to the VIU Foundations program to support the Canadian Learning Initiative.

· Notice of Motion – for next week – that we donate $2,500 to the Big Brothers Big Sisters  “Game On” in-school mentoring program.
