RESTOR International
  Kim East, Surgical Care Coordinator, gave us a very good, thought-provoking brief on RESTOR International - a non-profit humanitarian organization that provides free reconstructive surgery to disadvantaged children and adults in developing countries.  With the support of Canadian medical and non-medical volunteers, they work to build local health care in the countries where they work.
   RESTOR International’s roots date back to 2004. Founded as Rotaplast Canada—an organization affiliated with Rotaplast International—was established as a charitable organization to provide information, guidance, coordination, and support for Canadian Rotarians and non-Rotarians, including medical professionals, interested in participating in medical missions.
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   They have evolved from providing strictly cleft palate surgeries and burn contracture repairs, to now responding directly to local health care needs including other disfiguring and disabling conditions.  Their missions now include full surgical teams who are able to address these needs, as well as provide medical training on the ground in the countries where we work.

   RESTOR International is supported by Rotarians (as non-specialist volunteers on missions) and by Rotary (with a significant Global Grant) that is matched with a grant from CIDA.
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   Kim with Dr Gebewa, CEO, Gamby Hospital in Bahi Dar, Ethiopia – where RESTOR International has done marvelous work over the past few years.
