From what they told us this morning, they had a grand old time – being wined and dined around the northern half of the South Island for two weeks.  They stayed with 5 different families and were hosted by 5 different Rotary Clubs in 5 different cities in District 9970.  They received a warm welcome from great hosts!
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   The visiting group from our District consisted of 6 couples – 3 from the Island and 3 from WA.  They had to get to Christchurch, NZ on their own, but from there were looked after (accommodation, transportation, entertainment) by the host District.
