News, Updates & Reminders
August 29th – We will be joining the other Clubs in Nanaimo at a Youth Exchange Beer & Burger Fundraising night at the Nanaimo Hornets Rugby Club on Dickinson Rd.

September 7th – 10th.  We will be hosting 12 Rotarians from New Zealand on a Rotary Friendship Exchange (RFE).  James has put together a program to keep them busy, learning about our community – including a Club BBQ on Saturday, Sept 9th.  Mark your calendars and plan to attend.
Rotary Minute
   Harry talked about his recent hike up Mt Cokely, elevation 1619m.  The hike takes about 3.5 to 4 hours, is 10km long, and climbs 1000m to the top.  And if you don't get lost it should be the same distance down.

   It’s the oldest trail on Vancouver Island, originally built by CPR from their chalet on the south end of Cameron Lake to an overnight hut about where the old ski lodge was.  From there a quick hike to the top of Cokely or a longer one to Mt Arrowsmith.
   The trail is now a RDN parks trail that starts at the picnic area at Cameron Lake. It is fairly well marked and although steep in spots an easy trail to hike.
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Tumaini – Safe Water in Tanzania
   Valerie (ably assisted by Lorie) talked about a project that Tumaini Canada is supporting that will bring clean water safely to villages, schools and churches along a 5-km stretch of road in northwest Tanzania, one of the poorest countries in the world.

   Solar-powered submersible pumps will deliver water to a treatment plant; then gravity will help deliver good water to stand-pipes in the villages.

   Currently, water is “delivered” by buckets, carried primarily by children along a risky path, from a couple of muddy ponds in the area. 
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   The project is the result of a partnership with the Rotary Club of Karagwe and Water Mission (Tanzania).  Phase 1 is funded ($120K) and work has begun – installing the pumps and the 5 km of piping with the ditches being dug by hand (by the villagers).  Funds are being raised for the next Phase - $40K for distribution piping and standpipes.
    The involvement of Water Mission provides training to local people to ensure sustainability of the project.
