   There is a ‘behind the scenes’ organization with committed coordinators -- and, you don’t need to be a golfer to get involved.  We want to make it a fun experience so golfers will return.

   Sponsors bring in the money.  In-person contacts bring in the sponsors.  And, golfers in numbers bring the sponsors back.

   Prizes – are needed to recognize “golfing excellence” and for the silent auction which raises a few thousand $$s for a good cause.

   There are some fixed costs; however, last June our sponsors and golfers helped us raise over $26,000 that we can give back to our community.
