· Pres Don – has enjoyed the challenges so far this year.  Thanks to everyone for their support.
· Treasurer – Don C reported there is money in the bank.

· Foundation – Barry elaborated on the plans for celebrating the Centennial of the Rotary Foundation, 6:30PM, Saturday, April 1st, at Beban Park.

· Community Service – in response to Dale’s motions, seconded by Dave L, the members approved:

· $2,000 from General Funds to the 205 Collishaw [Air Cadet] Support Committee for Citizen trip to Victoria, Survival Training, Glider Familiarization Training and Effective Speaking.
· $500 from Gaming Funds to the VIU Mental Health Society for retreats & camping trips.
· $1,000 from Gaming Funds to the NUKO for an oven and dishwasher.
· $1,500 from Gaming Funds to Nanaimo Children’s Literature Round Table for Bookfest 2017.
· PR/PI – will be supporting the Foundation Centennial by letting the public know what we do, will be updating our website, is getting a couple of new banners and has a new “Rotary Meets Here” sign to hang outside the restaurant.

· Golf Tournament – is coming up in a few months.  We need sponsors, prizes and golfers.
