   Dwindling:  diminish or shrink gradually.  One of the inevitable effects of growing old.

   The ‘arc of caring’ – from very little ( high intensity, all-consuming ( very little, but a very different kind.

  The Grey Tsunami that has arrived – there are more seniors than children in Canada.

   1 in 4 Canadians are unpaid caregivers, 1 in 3 of them have children, and the majority of them are women, although more men are taking on a greater role.

   Caregivers are the “glue” that binds the health care system, especially for seniors care.

   We need to recognize, respect and support the care givers.
