Update on Proposed 5 Club Lobster Feast

Lorie reports that 3 (Downtown, North and Daybreak) of the 5 clubs have confirmed their interest in participating.  The purpose of this event would be to celebrate Rotary in Nanaimo and to promote new membership.  At this point, the plan is to host a catered Lobster Dinner at a venue like Beban Park for 300-400 people.  Estimated cost per person would be $75.  Other details are still to be worked out, but Lorie reports that the committee is confident they can pull this off. Our club (and Oceanside) have been asked to confirm our participation by next week.

Nanaimo Unique Kids Organization

Barb Robinson has been with NUKO since 2011 and she gave an excellent presentation on what NUKO does and how it operates.
Nanaimo Unique Kids Organization is a registered Canadian charity that supports the needs of children and youth with neuro-developmental disabilities and their families.  Their mandate is to provide support services and relief to persons with neuro-developmental disabilities by developing and implementing recreation, education, and social integration opportunities and services.
NUKO was established in 2005 by parents of five children with "unique" neuro-developmental needs. The parents met and shared their needs, hopes and dreams for the children. Their first initiatives resulted in the creation of a society and the establishment of a Learning Center for their children.
In order to establish a Learning Center with programs in Nanaimo, the parents needed to withdraw their children's registration from School District # 68 (Nanaimo-Ladysmith), and re-register them with School District #71 (Courtenay). The parents working with North Island Distance Education School (N.I.D.E.S.), also in Courtenay, were offered supervision for their proposed Learning Center programs. They found a facility to house the fledgling program, hired staff/tutors and the Nanaimo Unique Kids Learning Center was officially in place.
Currently NUKO has 30 children enrolled from kindergarten ages up to 18 years.  Mornings are spent on academic teachings, afternoons are devoted to life-skill teaching activities.  NUKO has 2 Variety Club vans which they use to transport children for swimming, hiking, curling.  Instructors and volunteers also work with children in shopping, cooking and other activities.
Funding from the Ministry of Education does not cover the entire cost of operations.  Parents have to pay $500 per month per child.  The province provides grants for children diagnosed with autism, but not for other disabilities.  NUKO does try to provide scholarships for parents who have limited means.
