Financial Summary (2017)

    Harry provided an overview of our revenues and donations for calendar year 2017.
  Total fund raising revenues were $29, 646 (compared to $34,060 in 2016).  88% came from our Golf Tournament (see previous comment about major fundraiser).

   We also received $18,000 as a Community Gaming Grant from BC Gaming.
   We donated $54,659 to various organizations and individuals (compared to $70,442 in 2016).

New Societies Act

   The BC Gov’t has enacted a new Societies Act which will affect us – as a registered society.

…As a minimum, we have to re-write our Constitution to bring it in line with the new Act.  Then, modify our By-Laws to conform with the new Act and to reflect the new realities of Rotary.
