Don Tamelin tried to justify his picture on a billboard on the highway just north of town.  He works for CCCU Wealth Management – it’s been a fantastic career, more of a hobby than a job. Great people to work with.  Profits go back to the Credit Union then back to the community.  They are collaborating with other credit unions to provide financial services to retirees … more than just financial … a meaningful discussion.
Children & Poverty
   Dr Paul Hasselback, Medical Health Officer for Island Health, talked to us about the impact of poverty on early childhood development.  He is an advocate for the well-being of people in our [Island] community and children & poverty is his passion.
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   It was a very informative presentation and your intrepid reporter tried to record some of the more salient facts.

  Risk factors for a healthy life:  tobacco, alcohol, diet, physical fitness, social fitness.
   Many determinants:  some of which we can control (work, financial, social…) and some which we cannot (genes, gender, age…).  It’s complex, but a major determinant is the early life of a child – before we are six!  And, there is a significant correlation between income and the outcome of early child development:  for example, disease rates are 1.5 to 2 times higher for the ‘poor’ than for the ‘well off’.

  Stats Canada:  1-in-4 in BC and 1-in-5 in Canada – children living in poverty.  In Nanaimo, 38% of families do not earn a ‘living’ wages.  And, it’s not getting better.
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   Children thrive within healthy families and supportive communities.  What can you do?
· Advocate for change!

· Use financial leverage to support change!

· Children must be on the agenda for any discussion about our community’s future!
   Dr Hasselback recognized that Rotary has been a major supporter of efforts to address issues of children living in poverty.
