Nanaimo & District Hospital Foundation
(Health challenges facing us today?)

   Janice Perrino, CEO of the Nanaimo District Hospital Foundation, pointed out that the Foundation raises funds for equipment in our local hospital and other health-related programs.  She also thanked us for our support of the Foundation, most recently a $3,000 donation towards a new CT Scanner.  Over the last 30 years, the Foundation has raised more than $25 million.  http://www.nanaimohospitalfoundation.com/completed-projects.html 
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   When Medicare was introduced, in Saskatchewan in 1961, the National Budget was $22 million.  This year, the budget for Island Health is $5.4 million/day!  Over one-half of the provincial budget goes towards health.
   In 1968, Medicare covered the costs of 700 drugs.  Today, it’s more than 25,000!

   In the past, the biggest health concerns were babies, tonsils and broken bones.  Today, more people are living longer – a.k.a. the Baby Boomers – with all their associated health problems.
   The issues now include:  obesity, joint replacements, managing chronic heart and cancer and wait-list management.

   The Foundation’s latest drive was to raise funds to purchase a $900,000 state-of-the-art and safer (i.e. lower levels of radiation) CT scanner … to which we made a contribution.
