Rotary Minute
   Tessa Bell, our newest member, was born in Scotland, raised in Africa in pretty primitive conditions, then moved to New Zealand.
   After college she worked in Africa and Scotland before moving to Toronto as a nanny.  She still keeps in touch with the family.
   Why Rotary??  She wanted to help people in Zimbabwe and a friend suggested Rotary as a long-term way of helping.

Energy Usage & Savings in Nanaimo
     We learned about the energy that the City of Nanaimo uses and steps the city is taking to reduce that consumption.
   According to Scott Pamminger, Manager for Infrastructure Planning and Energy for the City of Nanaimo, energy management means taking advantage of existing and new assets to operate more efficiently – to reduce costs, reduce carbon emissions (green house gases) and increase long-term stability.

   From an energy perspective, the City manages 209 building sites (offices, public works, recreation, fire and police) and 8,500 street lights (a major consumer of electricity).
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   Energy comes from:  electricity (65%) natural gas, gasoline, diesel and heating oil   
· Electricity – 45% recreation facilities, 20% for street lighting.

· Natural gas – 86% by recreation facilities, including the swimming pools.
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  Energy improvement targets are:

· 1% reduction in energy consumption year-by-year

· Payback within 8 years for new energy projects.

Actual reductions:
· Electricity from 23.7MKwh (2009) to 21.8 in 2015.

· Natural gas from 57.4KGj (2009) to 50.4 in 2015

Future opportunities:

· Convert street lighting from high-pressure sodium to LED

· Beban Park Boiler Plant upgrade – a project in partnership with Fortis BC. [The pool is a major consumer of gas.]

· Solar energy studies.

· Using cold water, instead of hot water, in the Zambonis in the skating rinks.
