     PDG Ross White (Nanaimo) reminisced about his year as a District Governor – busy, educational and rewarding.

   Ian Thompson (“North”) was the MC for the evening and lead off with a short video, “This is Rotary” – about ordinary people working together to do extraordinary things!

   AG Bev (“Oceanside”) – expressed her thanks to the Club Presidents for bringing the event together, to the Rotaractors for helping out, to Charles for another great meal, and to everyone for coming out to enjoy an evening of Rotary Fellowship.  When introducing Paul Geneau, Bev pointed out that District 5020 has been recognized as the Outstanding Youth Exchange District in North America.

  Barry (“Lantzville”) gave a short talk about The Rotary Foundation and presented a Paul Harris Fellow to Gayle Anderson, wife of Wayne Anderson, PP of “Nanaimo”.

   Evelyn Boegh (“Daybreak”), chair of the Area 4 PR/PI Committee outlined some of their initiatives to promote Rotary in our community including new, informative business cards and “What is Rotary” elevator cards.  Shaw TV has produced a short video about Rotary in Nanaimo.  They have created an ‘Event Kit’ to support Rotary activities, are providing articles about Rotary to the Nanaimo Magazine and are spreading the word via social media.

   Paul Geneau (“North”) talked about the various youth-related programs that the 5 Clubs are jointly involved in including “Adventures in…Programs”, RYLA, and the Long-Term and Short-Term Youth Exchange Programs.

   He pointed out that any Club involved with youth in any way must have a Youth Protection Policy and a Youth Protection Officer.

   This year, Area 4 is sponsoring 5 Outbound Exchange students going to Switzerland, Norway, France, Germany and Denmark and hosting 3 Inbound Exchange students coming from Taiwan, Brazil and Hungary.  
   The Committee is planning a Youth Exchange social/fundraiser for all Rotarians and partners at the Nanaimo Hornets Rugby Club on Tuesday, August 29th.
   Brent Barootes (“Downtown”) provided an overview of a 5-Club Global Grant Project that his club is leading.  The application process has been started on a project that will address several challenges in Sunyani, Ghana:

- vocational skills training to help inmates get a job when released.

- upgrades to schools including structural refurbishment (which could employ the trained inmates).

- extend the ‘blood fridges’ project to another hospital.

- support training initiatives in cooperation with VIU, including reciprocal visits
