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   For Laurie Bienert it’s been an exciting year-and-a-half since becoming the ED for the Nanaimo Foundation.  It is a Community Foundation – gifts are invested in endowment funds and interest earned is used to support organizations in our community (Nanaimo, Lantzville, Cedar, Gabriola Island and Ladysmith).

   Established 35 years ago, they have given 325 grants totaling $3M to meet local needs, including $491K last year.  They support capital projects and pilot projects but, generally, do not subsidize program or administration costs.

   They have a strong board of community leaders plus the Nanaimo Foundation Community Engagement Committee to provide guidance.

   The Foundation also supports a Community Legacies program where donors can choose to create their own endowment fund that will be administered by the NF for a small fee.

   Tools for giving include:

· Outright gifts

· Appreciated securities

· Bequest

· Life Insurance beneficiaries

· Charitable Remainder Trusts.
