Rose worked with the Washington State Transportation Dept and was instrumental in finding a bus which led to a larger project which delivered a bus-load of stuff…
Update from Loaves & Fishes
   https://www.nanaimoloavesandfishes.org/ 
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   Peter Sinclair, from Loaves & Fishes, thanked us for our contribution of $5,000 which helps keep their refrigerated truck on the road – critical to the success of the “Food 4 U” program.
   The program has solved two problems:

1. There are many hungry people in Nanaimo – in 2016 almost 8,000 people (1/3 were children) used Loaves & Fishes.

2. There is a lot of food waste – by some estimates, half the food we produce gets thrown out.

   Loaves & Fishes work with Thrifty Foods, the Real Canadian Superstore and Country Grocer to provide a solution to both problems.
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   With a great team of volunteers (and a few paid staff), they collect leftover groceries (fruit, vegetables, meat, dairy), sort them, distribute to hungry people, and/or make available to 49 other non-profits and schools in Nanaimo.
   They try to maximize the useful food and minimize the waste.  If it’s not good enough for human consumption, it goes to farmers as animal feed.  If it’s not good enough for farmers, it goes to the compost bin (and taken care of by Haarsma Waste Innovations Inc).  Finally, if it’s not suitable for composting, it goes to the landfill.
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   They have been developing their program since 2012 and have helped other Food Banks on the Island set up similar programs.
