   Bob Milne talked about being a blood donor.  He started donating as a young man but, as time went on, it became more difficult to do despite the need.  Normal heart surgery requires 5 “donors”, the victim of a major crash can use up to 20 “donors”, and leukemia patients need up to 8 “donors” every week.  We don’t have enough blood in the bank, so we buy it from the States.

   The Canadian Blood Service has now made it much easier – you can even make appointments.  There is usually a clinic every two weeks in Nanaimo.  https://blood.ca/en/donate  The next one is December 12th at Beban Park Social Centre.

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   Lorna Curtis, from the Rotary Club of Oak Bay and the Rotary Foundation Fundraising Chair for District 5020 for Vancouver Island, talked to us about ‘our’ Foundation – the charitable fund raising vehicle for much of the good that Rotary does.  Did you know that 91% of the funds contributed go to projects and programs?
· Polio Plus Fund – all contributions go towards the fight to eradicate polio from the world.

· Annual Fund – contributions are invested for 3 years.  Interest earned covers the cost of administering the Foundation.  After three years, contributions are used:  50% by Districts and 50% by the World Fund – for projects and programs that address Rotary’s 6 Areas of Service:

· Peace & conflict prevention/resolution.

· Disease prevention and treatment.

· Water and Sanitation.
· Maternal and child health.

· Basic education and literacy.

· Economic & community development.

· Endowment Fund – significant long-term investments.  Only the interest earned is used for projects and programs.
