   Mark Taylor, one of our newest members talked a bit about himself.  Born in the UK, he moved to Toronto in 1997.  Working with PCL Construction he worked and lived across the country but the family goal was to retire by the ocean, so in 2015, they drove across the US and arrived in Lantzville.

   This year, they (his wife Helen, 15-year old son and 12-year old daughter) became ‘real Canadians’ when they bought a truck and an RV.

   Mark works as the Director for Operations with IWCD Construction here in Nanaimo … as well as helping at our Saturday breakfast ( (see above).
   He enjoys skiing, hiking and kayaking, is a member of the Lantzville Emergency Social Services Group and serves on the St Phillips Parish Council.
Community Service
  This morning, we presented a cheque for $5,000 to Habitat for Humanity (Nanaimo) to go towards their playground at their Meadow Hills development (where we worked last month).
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   Chris (on-site supervisor, 2nd left) thanked us for the work we did.  Sarah, (Community Coordinator, 2nd from the right) thanks us for our financial contribution – that will help make the development more welcoming to the 16 children under 16 that will be living there.

   We are developing an application for a District Community Grant (Rotary Foundation Funds available through the District) to build some raised garden boxes and a natural play area for the children living in Sanala (the renovated King Arthur Court apartments) that Chris Beaton talked about a few weeks ago.  We will be formally asking for your approval and support in a couple of weeks.

Island Crisis Care Society
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   Violet Hayes, Executive Director for the Island Crisis Care Society, emphasized that they are not the VI Crisis Line.  The Society is a non-profit organization, established in 1989 to provide “Shelter and Care for Those in Need”.  They help people in crisis stabilize and then find the support, resources, and services they need to recover and be well.

   They receive operational funding support from BC Housing and Island Health.  The rising cost of housing in Nanaimo is driving up the cost for rentals, causing an increase in homelessness which, in turn, creates a growing need for support.  So far this year, they have had to turn away 133 people…
   So, they have embarked on a capital fund raising drive to finance a 3-story addition to Samaritan House on Nicol St, low-barrier housing which provides emergency shelter, supportive housing, transitional housing and rental subsidies to women in need – but is chronically over-booked.

   They have a plan but need to get shovels in the ground before their building permit expires in April 2018.
