She was selected to travel to Columbia, which up to then had been deemed too dangerous for RSE's. Her parents were worried, but Becca wasn't. Becca's new home was in Villa Vicencio, about 80 km. from Bogota, and her host parents owned a pineapple farm.

Becca became immersed in the wonderful culture of Columbia and soon made many new friends, especially with other exchange students in the neighbouring communities. She did suffer a bit of home-sickness, but this was overcome when her brother came to Columbia partway through her term there.

For her, the Rotary Student Exchange program was life-changing.  She developed much more self confidence and an enjoyment of travel and has since been back to Columbia several times.  She says she was a picky eater before her trip, now enjoys almost everything.

Becca says that this was the best experience of her life, and she very much encourages other students to think about applying.
