· Treasurer.  We have money in the bank.  About $39,381 in the General Account and about $4916 in the Gaming Account.
· Golf Tournament.  Don T challenged us to think about who should be the major beneficiary of our next Golf Tournament.  Conceptually $5,000/year for the next 3 years.  Suggestions to Don T.

· Secretary.  Application for a Community Gaming Grant for $18,000 has been submitted (on-line):  $13,000 for donations, $5,000 for our monthly Saturday breakfast.  It’s” being processed”.

· Foundation.  Contributions to date:  $1,562 (including this AM), designated to the Annual Fund.  For November, we will match contributions with Club Recognition Points (to a max of 250 pts)
· The District has advised the further funds are available for a District Community Project – needs Rotarian involvement, needs to be completed by May 1st.  If you have a suggestion – see Barry (general queries), Dale (if local) or Tessa (if International).

· Community Service.  The members approved a donation of $3,000 to Habitat for Humanity to go towards a playground at their current building project (where we will be working next Saturday, the 30th).

· International Service.  Tessa and her committee are working in several ideas.  Should we consider contributing to Shelterbox Canada given all the recent natural disasters??

· Membership.  James is processing two applications from potential new members – one Rotaract and one ‘regular’.
