An Old Salt’s Tale
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   50 years ago this week, Barry (that’s him on the left) caught the midnight bus from Beaverlodge to Edmonton, then the overnight train to Vancouver and started a 38-year career in the Navy at the Royal Roads Military College in Victoria.
   He graduated from RMC (Kingston) in 1971 with a Commission in the Canadian Forces, a B Eng (Civil), new car and a regular paycheque – and a commitment to serve at least 4 years.

   During his years in the Navy, Barry served onboard HMC Ships GATINEAU, MACKENZIE, SAGEUNAY and IROQUOIS – sailing some of the seven seas...

   In addition to assignments ashore in Halifax, Toronto and Ottawa, Barry was posted to the US (the US Navy War College in Newport, RI), twice to the UK (on exchange with the RN and to NATO HQs), and to Russia (as the CF Naval Attaché in Moscow).

   His final tour of duty was the CO, Canadian Forces Experimental & Test Ranges at Nanoose.

   He retired in 2015 with some great memories having seen a good part of the world…
