· Getting to know you – Lieutenant Colonel (Ret.) D.E. Slowski, CD

Doug was the featured member and gave the club a fascinating look into his life.  He was born in Blairmore Alberta and following Dad’s coal mining injury, his family moved to Saskatchewan. He embarked on a 40-year banking career which began in Saskatchewan and branched into Northern Alberta and Vancouver Island.

· Members were acknowledged by President Ribicic for their participation in sorting food at Loaves and Fishes.

·  Jason Yochim, Vancouver Island Real Estate Board (VIREB) CEO spoke to the club about the structure of organized real estate, VIREB responsibilities to their 1200 members, VI real estate statistics, the economic spin-off for home sales and the impact of the ever changing mortgage and taxation policies on housing prices.  


· Lance Bereck, chair 205 Collishaw Squadron Sponsoring Committee was joined by his wife Maria (squadron civilian instructor) & daughter Erica (cadet Flight Sergeant). They shared that the 205 Collishaw is about 100 cadets strong with solid base of volunteer members. Lance noted that, “Air Cadets receive training in subjects such as flying and gliding, survival skills, physical fitness, public speaking, citizenship, and precision drill. Select cadets may participate in summer courses at training centres across Canada.” He outlined several opportunities for civilian volunteers to engage with the cadet and gave us a standing invitation to come to any of their public events.   

· Visit to the Nanaimo Art Gallery  (NAG)  Hosted by Carolyn Holmes, Executive Director

Club members enjoyed an early morning outing to the NAG to see the current exhibit: the other side.   This is an exhibition of photo -based and sculptural artworks by artists Michelle Sound & Eliot White-Hill. 
Member found it interesting to see the exhibit itself, the working premises for the Nanaimo Art Gallery and their ongoing challenges. The Nanaimo Art Gallery offers several ‘artistic’ related programs for kids, teens and adults throughout the year. In 2023-2024, their programs had a total audience of 25,600. Family membership is a very reasonable $ 30.00.
