o Help cleaning up & maintaining the building and garden 

• Meal and Assistance program – each month 
o approximately 250 lunches, 120 dinners 
o 90 showers, 100 loads of laundry.  

• Provide a safe home for people to come and enjoy the experience of a 
loving family.  

• Promote personal growth, going to twelve step programs, seeking 
professional help, furthering education or returning to the work force. 

• Anawim’s goal is to give people the tools they need and apply them in 
their own lives.
