• Black History Month is in full swing across Canada every February. It's a time to celebrate 

the contributions and heritage of Black Canadians, with events, stories, and recognition 

happening nationwide.

• Avan Jogia (born February 9, 1992, in Vancouver, BC) is a Canadian actor known for roles 

in shows like Victorious and films exploring diverse stories.

• While not exactly on February 9, the third Monday in February is Family Day in several 

provinces (like Ontario, Alberta, BC, Saskatchewan, and New Brunswick—sometimes called Louis 

Riel Day in Manitoba or other names elsewhere). It's a mid-winter long weekend perfect for family 

time, hockey, or just escaping the cold indoors with Timbits! 

• Bonus quirky note: February 9 is National Pizza Day in many places (including fun 

observances in North America)—and what better way for Canadians to celebrate than with a 

classic pepperoni or Hawaiian slice while watching hockey?
