Club Recognition Points may be used on a yearly basis to honour one citizen or an organization or business from the Central Okanagan per Rotary Year who /which has met the established criteria.  

1.  Criteria for Recognition:

Honorary Paul Harris Fellow Eligibility: Community individuals must have contributed significantly in providing leadership or other long and meritorious service to the community in a non-paid capacity in a way that has improved the quality of life of a substantial number of citizens within the community while doing so within the ideals of Rotary, particularly Service above Self.
Honorary Certificate of Appreciation Eligibility:  Central Okanagan organizations and businesses must have contributed significantly in providing long and meritorious service to the community in a way that has improved the quality of life of a substantial number of citizens within the community while doing so within the ideals of Rotary, particularly Service above Self.
2. Nomination Procedures:

2.1 Rotary Club of Kelowna Sunrise members may nominate one or more community citizens and/or organizations or businesses which have met the criteria noted in 1. above.

2.2 Club members must use the Nomination Form provided by the club’s Foundation Committee.

2.3 Completed Nomination Forms shall be submitted to the Foundation Committee of the club any time prior to April 01 for the Rotary year in effect,
3.  Selection Procedures:

3.1     The Foundation Committee of the club will short list the nominations and present the short list slate to the Executive of the club for their review at the first Executive Meeting following May 01.

3.2     The Executive will be responsible to consider the selection of one 
or more of the nominees from the short list for the receipt of the Honorary Paul Harris Fellow or Honorary Certificate of Appreciation
3.3    The Foundation Committee shall complete all of the necessary procedures for the use of the club’s Recognition Points to finalize the Award for presentation
4 Presentation of Honorary Paul Harris Fellows and Honorary Certificates of Appreciation:

The Honorary Paul Harris Fellow or Honorary Certificates of Appreciation will be presented each Rotary Year at the club’s June Installation Dinner.
